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Part 1- My Question: What I Already Knew, and What I Wanted to Know 
My research question for this chronicle is “How did John Lennon influence the people in the world?”. I already knew that John Lennon did many things to stop war, and that he wrote songs including “Give Peace a Chance” and “Imagine” to let people in the world know that wars are not necessary. 
Going to the John Lennon Super Live on the 8th of December led me to the question because, when I went to the concert I saw many people still believing in John Lennon’s messages of Love and Peace. I was surprised and I learned that John Lennon had a big influence on the people all over the World. I wondered why he was so influential. I came up with the question because this year is the 70th anniversary since he was born and the 30th anniversary since his death. Because this is a special year, the news of John Lennon has been on TV, the internet including YouTube and many other places so I became interested in his activities in the past. 
I was interested in finding the answers because, the messages he left to the world is still effective and important nowadays. Peace is what is really needed in the world now. Another reason why I chose this topic was because my father is a fan of John Lennon and because we have a number of books on him at home.
I think this has something to do with social studies because, his messages influenced people all over the world and his idea of peace is very important. Also for example, the purpose of the charity live I went to was to build schools in developing countries. The increase in schools means that more teachers can teach and that more children can get an education. I think that this is one way my question can relate to social studies. 

Part 2 - My Research: The Story of My Search
	My research started when I asked my father to show me some of the books he had on John Lennon. My father showed me 4-6 books. I scanned through them and checked if they had the information I was looking for. Out of the books my father had shown me, the books “Lennon” and “John Lennon” contributed to my project the most. Both books contained basic background information as well as facts about the peace activities he has done. I tried to use as much as I can from the books because they were the most reliable information I had for this project. On the other hand, the book “The Ballad of John and Yoko” was less valuable in my research process because it focused more on the life of John and Yoko instead of the actions they took to influence people. The other books my father had given me were also focused on other topics such as his life and marriage.
Researching about the “Bed-in for Peace” led to further research sources. I was able to find some interesting information that could be added to the “Imagine” paragraph. This information was found in a site called “Look to the Stars”, and I used the article written by Tim Saunders. Although it mainly talks about the “Bed-In” it had a sentence talking about an Ice cream shop that produced a John Lennon ice cream.
One problem I faced was that the books were very old. Since the books were written and bought many years ago when my father was young, I did not have any information on the recent activities John Lennon, his wife Yoko Ono, or even his fans have done. This troubled me, but I soon thought of looking it up on the Internet. 
When I first started out with my project, I only had a brief and indefinite idea of how I was going to set out the project. Although I had a base question I did not know how I was supposed to answer them, but as I went on with the research the image of what I was supposed to do became clearer. This helped me because it allowed me to find information on specific events or songs. Over all, my father was a great help because he was the person who made the books of John Lennon available.
Out of the sites I have used, the site Look to the Stars containing an article by Tim Saunders was very useful. It was useful because it provided information about the Bed-In campaign. This site also led me to more sources that were beneficial for “Imagine”.
Another source was “After 40 Years, The Bed-In Reawakens”. This site had an article written by Margot Adler. The article included information on the Bed-In and a lot of my information relies on this site and 
As part of my research source, I used Wikipedia (Make Some Noise Campaign). This site was used to look up information on the “Make Some Noise Campaign”. Although this site did not provide me with a vast number of information, it still helped me gather brief facts about the campaign. I also used another Wikipedia site written about “Imagine”. This site led me to an important quote on the influence “Imagine” had. Since the purpose of the “Make Some Noise” campaign was to save Darfur (a country) I looked at the site “Save Darfur”. This site taught me a lot about Darfur and was useful because it helped me understand the situation Darfur is in, and about the problems they face. 
For the “Peace Campaign” I looked at several sites and used the information that seemed to be over lapping with each other. The site I used the most was called hubpage and the article was written by Bard of Ely. Compared to the sites I introduced above, sites such as Jugem, was not as useful because the information was too general and it did not look like reliable information. 

Part 3 –What I Have Learned: My Findings and Conclusions
      John Lennon influenced the people in the world mainly by giving the famous seven days of interviews called “The Bed In for Peace”, by writing songs that contained messages for peace, and by actively promoting peace by conducting campaigns.
First of all, the “Bed-in For Peace” influenced a vast number of people. During the height of Vietnam War, once in March 1969 in Amsterdam and once in May 1969 in Montreal, John Lennon and Yoko Ono held a very unique event called the "Bed-In" as a campaign for peace. John and Yoko in white pajamas on the bed talked about their ideas to achieve peace to many reporters. The idea was that it is not difficult at all to stop war if everyone on earth goes to bed at the same time, because everyone does go to bed every day. John and Yoko asked everyone to stay in bed. It is interesting that even after over 30 years since the event, people still remember and are inspired by this simple protest. In Dec 2007 in Harajuku, a Japanese rock musician, George Takahashi and his wife Mika Mifune held a Bed-In event promoting The U.S. vs. John Lennon, a 2006 documentary film. George said Lennon's influence made him become an artist. Japanese rock duo Puffy released an album called "Nice" in 2003 with the jacket imitating the Bed In. Other notable artists have held their own bed-ins, including lead singer of Green Day Billie Joe Armstrong and his wife, peace activist, and award-winning actress Maggie Gyllenhaal, and founder of Peace One Day, Jeremy Gille. Margot Adler, wrote in her “After 40 Years, The Bed-In Reawakens”, that in 2009, an international peach group called The World March for Peace and Nonviolence decided to bring back the bed-in to promote hundreds of global peace events taking place in every continent over the next year 

Next, John Lennon wrote many songs about peace, to influence people. The most well known song John Lennon wrote about peace was “Imagine”.  “Imagine” appeals to the listeners to imagine all the people living life in peace. Even today, 40 years after since John Lennon recorded the song, “Imagine” has been sung by many people around the world. In “Imagine” (a site) it tells that, Jimmy Carter, the 39th President of the United States stated in 2006, that "in many countries around the world—my wife and I have visited about 125 countries—you hear John Lennon's song 'Imagine' used almost equally with national anthems”. This statement is a good evidence of how John Lennon was successful in influencing many different people living in different countries. It is also noted worthy that ‘Imagine’ not only influenced individuals but also corporations. In the article written by Tim Saunders, it tells us that in 2008, Ben & Jerry Ice Cream created a new John Lennon flavor, “Imagine Whirled Peace” as a social mission campaign to promote peace. Nippon Radio Broadcasting in 2003 also named its radio studio as “Imagine Studio” to send peace messages to the radio listeners. In addition to “Imagine”, John Lennon wrote “Happy Christmas War Is Over”. The song is often played during the Christmas season. You may have heard the ending chorus “War is over, if you want it” sung by the African American children of the Harlem Community Choir in New York.

Imagine there's no Heaven
It's easy if you try
No Hell below us
Above us only sky 
Imagine all the people 
Living for today...

Imagine there's no countries 
It isn't hard to do
Nothing to kill or die for
And no religion too 
Imagine all the people
Living life in peace

      Lastly, John Lennon influenced people with Peace campaigns. In 1969, John Lennon and his wife Yoko Ono conducted a “Peace Campaign”. They put up huge billboards in 11 cities around the world with the slogan “War is Over if You Want it!” and thousands of posters were distributed internationally during the Vietnam war. John Lennon never stopped aiming for peace. The campaign still continues today, even after John Lennon’s death, his wife Yoko Ono is continuing to spread the words of, “Peace”. On December 10th 2005, another campaign called Make Some Noise was held. Many musicians influenced by Lennon including, Black Eyed Peas, Christiana Aguilera, U2 and Aerosmith participated. This campaign was held to promote human rights. This included the problem in Darfur located in Sudan where over 300,000 people died and two million or more remain at risk.  Between January and February 2009, at the Time Square New York the “War is Over” billboard was displayed. According to the site, “Imagine Peace”, in 2010, the “War is Over” poster was made available once again on the internet by Yoko Ono. She wanted everybody to download the poster and exhibit it. 
    
Part 4 - What This Means To Me: My Growth as a Researcher
For the past chronicles, I only had a little chance of having a book to use for the information. I was very lucky this time to have books. Because I had both books and the internet to use, I was able to see that a lot of the internet sites had false or mistaken information. If I did not have books, I would not have noticed the mistakes. I was surprised to see that there was a large number of unreliable information on the internet, more than I had expected. This was a good lesson I learned, and now I know why teachers tell us to include at least one book as our research source. 
At the same time as finding new things out, I also learned that taking information out of books is very difficult. Compared to internet sites, books are not written in easy sentences so it was a challenge for me to understand them and change them in to my own words. Even though it was hard at first, after a few times of practice I got used to it and I was able to strengthen another writing skill. 
This skill I have acquired will help me in future projects. This is because, the numbers of projects will increase as I grow older. More numbers of projects will lead to using more numbers of research sources. Books will have to be used throughout a research process and my ability of using and changing the information into my own words will be tested. 
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
